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The 13-valent pneumococcal conjugate vaccine (PCV13) has been well established to  
provide protection against Pneumococcal disease(#1). However, the PCV13 is not a routine 
immunization for adults over 65 years or older in Japan and is thus ineligible for subsidies. 
To increase coverage rates, we recommended Mihama help pay for the PCV13 vaccine.  
By increasing awareness of disease prevention, we expected to promote integrated care  
for adults over 65 years or older in this community.
